Our keynote speaker, Revd Canon Stephen Cherry is Director of Ministerial Development and Parish Support and also Residentiary Canon of Durham Cathedral.  Stephen was one of the authors of the insightful book ‘Praying for England’, which powerfully demonstrates the continued importance and significance of priesthood in a changing and challenging world.  He is also author of the Archbishop of Canterbury's 2011 Lent Book ‘Barefoot Disciple Walking the Way of Passionate Humility’ and  ‘Healing Agony: Re-imagining Forgiveness’, to be published in February by Continuum. He also writes two blogs:  ‘Another Angle’ and ‘Sermon Starters’.
