Lent Project 2010 – Southern Sudan Kajo Keji

The 2010 Lent Project was headed up by Caroline Lamb and got a wonderful response from the Chalke Valley raising 2 ½ times the target. The intial target was to salary Joseph Aba who Caroline knew for 3 years and to provide him with a motorcycle and IT equipment. This was met so further developments were then helping finance a permanent house for him nearer where he worked. Then it was decided to look for sponsors for his children’s education – this happened and included his wife as well. The Bishop came over and spoke at a supper and from the money made at the supper we were able to buy him a modern small laptop and large travel case.

The money from the Chalke valley singers concert paid for Emmanuel Modi to fly over and study at All Nations College. On returning from her visit in 2010 Caroline gave a series of talks and 10 more sponsors were found which means that 2 more important members of the Bishop’s staff 

( Alex Aciga and Emmanuel Modi)  are more secure in their jobs. The money stays in a dedicated bank account here in the UK  and is sent over three times per year and receipts are expected back from Sudan – quite a lot of time has been spent sorting this out as it is new ground for them and Caroline. The Chalke valley has made a huge impact on the diocese of kajo Keji in funding 3 men to work there and help one of the poorest countries in the world. And this week Joseph is teaching church planters from every state in South Sudan and from 5 states in North Sudan so an influence on the whole of Sudan thanks to the generosity and great response of the Chalke valley.Thank you all so much.

Achievements: 

· 3 years salary for Joseph Aba
· Motorcycle 
· Laptop  for Bishop Anthony + new suitcase 
· IT equipment for Joseph which includes: laptop, digital camera, digital projector, video recorder
· £600 for Joseph’s wife to have medical treatment
· School fees for 10 children under Joseph’s care and his wife’s school fees.
· School fees for 9 more children to help support their father’s in their work for the bible college and development and for Emmanuel so he can study here.
· So total number being educated 20.
· Airfare for Emmanuel Modi to come to UK to study at All Nations College
· Money towards land and house for Joseph
· Part of annual salary of Alex Aciga who works at Ben Benniah Theological College and part time in development
· £350 for clergy leader to have orthopaedic operation following an accident whilst doing work for Bishop.
· Paying for 11 of bishop’s staff to go to Yei to have their river blindness treated
Total raised £24,450 – every penny raised has gone out there all expenses were covered by individuals nothing has been taken from the donations.

The position at the moment is that I am going to form a charity with trustees from the Chalke valley so that the school fees money can be gift aided. I have an excellent treasurer in Bob Hannam who is able to handle the already complex monies. I will be taking a small team from the chalke valley out again in September to see again where the money has been spent but also to do a recce on where we can help most effectively. We have a meeting with Tearfund onFriday 25th February  to see how we can partner with them and how they can support us. David Henley is coming on the Sept 2011 trip to Kajo Keji.
