Introductory activity: Engagement
For this unit we are going to use a puppet (or a persona doll)

Investigative activities
Invite a Muslim member of the community to come and talk to the children.

Puppet (Persona Doll) can demonstrate using prayer mat. 

Write a class prayer/ book of prayers

Design a prayer mat (for good background information - Solihull Handbook for RE in the foundation stage p.101)
Use compass to find direction of Mecca.

Introduce Ramadan (use puppet and role play) create scenario of children having a snack but the puppet refuses.  Why does... not want a snack?   (Ramadan is a time of fasting during daylight hours).
Explore concept of Ramadan as period of preparation for Eid.  Muslims use the time spent normally preparing food to pray and going hungry is a way of identifying with the poor.  http://www.bbc.co.uk/learningzone/clips/

Stories told at Ramadan – ‘the sweetest sound’ ‘Sweet Dates to Eat’ a Ramadan and Eid Story by  Jonny Zucker  available on Amazon 
What do children wait for?  How do we count down to events?  What would be hard for children to give up?
Eid celebration

Make cards for Eid, look at special clothes, food etc.  Have a party.
Explore meaning of the moon and star symbols, what do we see at night time?  Moon used to find way and to mark the passing days and months.  Muslims saw the moon as a gift from God, each new moon was a blessing and the moon became so important it became a symbol/badge to show who they were.   (for good background information - Solihull Handbook for RE in the foundation stage p218)
 Make collage moons

Moon music (Clare de lune: Debussy) and children make their own versions.

Share stories about moons and stars
Qu’ran and Qu’ran stand, look at ‘My First Quran’ (ISBN 81-7898-554-3) or ‘Qu’ran stories for Little Hearts’ (Goodword publisher).

Hot seating

Retell story/drama

Sequencing stories, story boarding

Prayer beads (subha), are carried with Muslims and help some Muslims recall the 99 names of Allah, some believers run the beads through their fingers to remain focused on Allah.  (for good background information - Solihull Handbook for RE in the foundation stage P96)

Make own ‘people who are special’ bracelet with beads (pasta) representing important people to the children.

Explore items that are special to us

Evaluating questions of religion and belief
Look at artefacts that were important to the puppet, ask children to discuss what is important to them. 

Create a class display of items/photographs that are important to them, encourage the children to consider and, if appropriate, write a label saying why it is important.

Expressing our own beliefs and values

SEAL – ‘Good to be me’
Create a poster of what it means to be me e.g. I am kind, I am a big sister, I am a Brownie, I like High School Musical, I want to help people.
Create a bag of personal artefacts important to the child.
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
