PLEASE READ THESE NOTES ABOUT THE APPEAL PROCEDURES

1. This is a meeting of an Appeals Committee to hear your appeal under the provisions of the School Standards & Framework Act 1998.

2. You are appealing against the decision of the Admissions authority to refuse your child a place at

4. The Appeals Committee is established by the Governors of 

………………………………………………………………………………………School in accordance with the provisions of the School Standards & Framework Act 1998 and the Code of Practice agreed by the Council on Tribunals with the Ombudsman and the Association of County Councils. The Appeals Committee is independent of the County Council and the school’s governing body.  Its decision binds the Admissions Authority.  There is no right of appeal from their decision either for the school’s governing body or for you.

5. The Secretary of State for Education has powers under Sections 496 and 497 of the Education Act 1996 to intervene if he can be satisfied that the school’s governing body is acting unreasonably or neglecting its duties under the Acts, but he has not power simply to resolve differences of opinion between you and the school’s governing body.

6. If you are dissatisfied with the way the appeal procedure has been carried out, you can refer the matter to the Local Ombudsman; the High Court or the Council on Tribunals.  If you want to know more about this you may contact the Clerk to the Appeals Committee.

7. The Clerk to the Appeal Panel is Mr/s ………..  It is the Clerk’s job to take a note of what is said.  The Clerk remains with the Committee when it is considering its decision for the purpose of offering advice on procedure, assisting by reference to notes of evidence and recording the decision and reasons for it.

8. You should have received details of the Admissions Authority’s case and a note setting out the procedures to be followed.  If you have not received these or need another copy, please contact the Clerk at the start of your appeal.  If you have any queries about the procedure please raise them with the Clerk or Chairman.

9. The Appeals Committee has a copy of the Admissions Authority’s case and of your letter of appeal and any other papers you have submitted.

10. After you and the governing body’s representative have presented your case, the Appeals Committee will consider its decision.  The Clerk to the Appeals Committee will write to you with the decision and reasons for it as soon as possible.
