Guidance on Admissions for Church Schools – Maps

Because many foundation schools use ecclesiastical parish boundaries to help define their admission areas,  the Diocese can offer a mapping service to clarify and illustrate these boundaries.  It should be noted that ecclesiastical boundaries do not always follow the same route as civil parish boundaries and so a map often clarifies any discrepancies or misunderstandings. 

To cover printing, postage and licence costs, there is a fee of £15.00 plus VAT for this service, but this will provide the school with the following:

For display purposes:  An A3 map of the parish(es)  overlayed onto an Ordnance survey map showing detailed location data, such as housing, fields, boundaries. etc.   Because of its detail this has restricted copyright and may be used for display only.
For inclusion in printed prospectus etc.:   A4 colour and black and white maps showing the extent of housing development and streets.   These are copyright free and can be reproduced by the school as and when needed.

Maps can be posted, usually within 3-4 working days, and the school can be provided with an invoice to be paid after receiving the maps.
