What can Governors do?

· Support a genuinely inclusive ethos and challenge racism

· Ensure that “community” includes newly arrived and transient members

· Encourage an atmosphere of respect

· Ensure admissions procedures are quick and fair

· Have clear and explicit mid-phase admissions policies

· Make sure that children are not discriminated against because their lives are uncertain or because their parents find it difficult to support their education

· Keep a weather eye out for statistical insignificant groups
