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Supporting Looked After Children
Looked after children often find that school is the only stable place in their life. They are also sometimes coping with a new home environment at the same time as they are admitted to a new school. 

Governors can help not only in making sure that their school day is good as it can be but also by making sure that they have access to out of school activities such as sport and music so that they are able to take a full part in the local community and have wider opportunities to find something in which they can succeed.

There is a specific duty stated in the 2004 Children’s Act that designated governors must ensure each  school has support in place for Looked After Children. In particular governors can make a difference by:

· ensuring smooth admissions

· supporting collaborative working between agencies

· making sure Personal Education Plans are in place which help with communications when a child is moved but also may be a child’s only record of achievements. 

· making sure that these children have a designated teacher and positive home-school links.
