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BACKGROUND INFORMATION
The Diocese

The Diocese of Salisbury extends over 2000 square miles, with a population of just under 860,000 and covers most of Dorset, including the unitary authority of Poole, three-quarters of Wiltshire and small parts of Hampshire and Devon.  It is mainly rural with many small villages and a few areas of urban development.  There are 4 Archdeaconries, 19 Deaneries, 155 Benefices and 460 parishes with 100 Voluntary Aided, 94 Voluntary Controlled, 1 Foundation School and 3 Academies.

The Board of Education

The Board is concerned to serve God in all aspects of the Church's educational work and thereby to enable people to develop spiritually, morally, socially and intellectually according to the beliefs of the Christian faith. Church schools are seen as central to the church’s mission, so the Schools’ Team seeks not only to fulfil its statutory duties, and monitor standards, but also to nurture and develop all involved in the life of its schools, believing that all are created in the image of God and uniquely gifted by Him.
