I have not been removed from an office of a charity trustee or trustee for a charity by an order made 
by the Charity Commissioners or the High Court on the grounds of any misconduct or 
mismanagement or, under section 7 of the Law Reform (Miscellaneous Provisions) (Scotland) Act 1990, 
from being concerned in the management or control of any body.
