Grants for Clergy Children

The Bishop Pike Trust Fund was established during the late 1980s in memory of Bishop Victor Pike, Bishop of Sherborne, in order to help children and young people, up to age 21, of local clergy to take up educational, sporting and cultural opportunities.

Grants of £50 to £500 are available for a wide range of projects, including sports, music, field trips and other activities connected with school and the immediate post-school period such as worthwhile “gap” year activities.  
Grants will also be made for expenses related to University or College, such as the purchase of books, laptop or other equipment.  Basic fees are not paid.
The Trustees are inviting further applications.  
Children of stipendiary and non-stipendiary clergy are eligible.
The Trust is administered by the Diocesan Board of Finance.
