Wiltshire Agreed Syllabus for RE: Links between 2006 and 2011 Units for KS1 and KS2

The Wiltshire Agreed Syllabus 2011-2016 has made some changes to the 2006-2011 syllabus, mainly by focusing on key questions, and giving flexibility for schools to develop their own key questions based on the themes and fields of enquiry (see syllabus pages 11-12 and in relevant programmes of study).  However, despite the changes to the structure of the syllabus, there are significant continuities too.  For example, the themes in the new syllabus were in the background in the 2006 syllabus – they have been made more prominent for this version.
This guidance document shows where the new themes and focus questions relate to the units of study in the 2006-2011 syllabus.  Teachers should take this opportunity to review what they are doing in their RE lessons and see where their current teaching meets the requirements of the new syllabus.
