Outline
· Put this quote up ‘God sees with merciful eyes not what you are, not what you have been, but what you desire to be’. This was written probably by an English Vicar in the late 14th Century but many Christians would say it still has a lot to say to us today. Ask students to reflect on it for a minute. How do you look at yourself? As what you are? As what you have been? Or what you want to be? 
· Show a picture of a Lotus flower. Explain that this is an important symbol in Buddhism but it makes a similar point. Because Lotus Flowers emerge from slime and corruption, then grow up through the purifying water to emerge into the sunlight, they are seen as metaphors for the development of the individual being towards enlightenment 

· Church school:  Jeremiah 29 v11
‘For I know the plans I have for you I have for you’ declares the Lord ‘plans to prosper you and not harm you, plans to give you hope and a future’.  This is a very popular verse for many Christians, it tells them that what ever has happened in the past, what ever unpromising start they may have come from (and this verse was written to people who had been forcibly transported to another country) there is hope. They believe that Gods desire is that you should be the best that you can be; he can see all the possibilities in you. You can chose to move forward to make a future or you can chose to be held prisoner by the past and by circumstance. Is this how you see yourself? As we listen to a piece of music and look at some images remember that with God we all have the chance to start with a blank page. What will you chose to write in the book of your life? 
· Community school 
: So how do you see yourself? As what you are? As what you have been? Or what you want to be? The choice is yours. Will you Chose to be less than you can be? to look around to blame others or will you refuse to be held prisoner by past mistakes and current circumstances and seek to be what you can be. Will you seek to control your circumstances or will you allow your circumstances to control you. As we listen to a piece of music and look at some images remember that at this point in your life you have the chance to start with a blank page. What will you chose to write in the book of your life?

Taking the Theme a Step Further 

Smaller group act of worship:  
Chris Moon MBE is a former Army Officer from Salisbury and his remarkable life story is one of consistently overcoming incredible odds. Working for a charity, clearing land mines, Chris survived kidnap by the Khmer Rouge guerrillas in Cambodia, negotiating his way, and that of two colleagues, out of execution from a remote jungle base, finally walking 50km overnight through patrolled and mined jungle. Chris was subsequently blown up by a land mine walking in a 'cleared' area and lost both his lower right leg and right arm. He refused to see himself as a victim. He competed in the London Marathon less than one year after this appalling accident. He is the first amputee to complete the Great Sahara Run, he has run the length of Cambodia, some 700km, and has completed the Badwater Death Valley Ultra 135 Mile 'Fun' Run
