HOW TO FIND US......

Directions to the Diocesan Office:
Church House, Crane Street, Salisbury, Wilts, SP1 2QB.

Please note that Church House is located on Crane Street, near to number 10, which shows Lush House car park.
By car from northern outskirts: follow A360 following signs for Salisbury at Fugglestone Red roundabout take first exit onto A360 signposted City Centre.  At St Paul’s roundabout take the second exit onto Fisherton Street, signposted Station.  At mini-roundabout turn right onto South Western Road signposted Station, Churchfields Industrial Estate.  Take left hand turning to mini-roundabout, bear right onto Mill Road.  Pass Queen Elizabeth Gardens and Cathedral on your right and cross bridge with white railings.  Lush House car park may also be found 25 yards along on your right.  Drive over zebra crossing and bridge across the River Avon, and Church House is opposite the Compleat Artist – through archway to the Courtyard.  We regret that, unless special arrangements have been made, there is no car parking in the courtyard of the Diocesan Office.  The nearest car park is 100 yards away over the bridge in Crane Street
By car from southern outskirts: follow A338 to Salisbury at New Bridge roundabout take second exit onto Exeter Street with The Close wall on your left hand side, continue forward into St John’s Street through one set of traffic lights, branch left at the White Hart Hotel into New Street.  Continue in straight line to traffic lights and straight across them onto Crane Street.  Before the bridge turn left through arch into Courtyard – or continue over bridge to reach Lush House car park on the left.  We regret that, unless special arrangements have been made, there is no car parking in the Courtyard.    

Walking from the railway station.  Exit station, take sharp right hand turn follow road past mini roundabout.  Cross over Churchfields Road but stick to Mill Road with Queen Elizabeth Gardens and the Cathedral on your right after the bend.  Follow path over bridge with white railings and past Lush House car park.  Pass zebra crossing and over small humped bridge to reach the Diocesan Office on your right hand side, though the archway.
Walking from the bus station in Endless Street: exit station and turn to the left follow the road to Blue Boar Row, cross at traffic lights.  Walk diagonally across Market Square with Debenhams on right and a row of pubs on left.  Exit Market Square through a narrow alley with shops either side and this takes you to the Poultry Cross and the rear of Boots.  Bear right past Boots and cross the road at the traffic lights opposite Barclays Bank.  Turn left and follow the High Street to next set of traffic lights, cross over and turn right.  You are now in Crane Street and Church House is situated on the right hand side through the archway.
Park and Ride: Salisbury is well serviced by five Park and Rides at: Beehive on the A345; London Road on the A30; Southampton Road on the A36; Britford on the A338 and Wilton on the A36.  Sites open from 6.45 am to 8.00pm, Monday to Friday.  Buses generally run every ten to fifteen minutes and no Park and Ride site is more than 20 minutes away from the town centre.

By car from the centre of Salisbury: leave via Fisherton Street and pass under the railway bridge to the traffic lights by St Paul’s Church. Keeping in the right hand lane, cross to the second set of lights and enter the left lane.  Through the lights, and take a very sharp left hand bend before the next set of lights – you are now in Devizes Road.  Continue up the hill for some considerable distance, following the signs to Devizes keep going straight.  The entrance to Pembroke Park School is immediately before the Royal Oak Pub on your right hand side.  Continue down the drive until you see the school on your right – park your car in the area designated for visitors on the left.
From the north: the DEC is about 2 miles North West of Salisbury City centre on the Devizes Road, A360; co-located on the same site as the Pembroke Park Primary School. If you are travelling on the A303, at the Longbarrow cross roads roundabout, take the A360 – signposted Salisbury, after approx 7 miles you will come to a mini roundabout, go straight over into the 40mph area, DEC is on the left about 400 yards beyond the 30mph sign immediately after The Royal Oak public house.  If you are coming from the south follow the A36 ring road, turn right onto the A360 signposted Devizes and Stonehenge (Devizes Road), proceed up the hill, over a mini-roundabout and, after about half a mile, turn right just before The Royal Oak public house. In either case you will see a long driveway, next to the Royal Oak, continue down this drive, Pembroke Park school is on the right – follow the one way system on the left, drive past the Diocesan Education Centre following the road to the right and then to the left which will take you down the hill to the car park: signposted ‘DEC Car Park’.

Southbroom House is virtually opposite St James’ Church Southbroom, Devizes (on the junction with Brickley Lane – a mini roundabout).
From the centre of Devizes: head out towards London Road (on A361 towards Marlborough).  Pass Morrison’s supermarket on the left and Crammer Pond on the right.  At the mini roundabout the turning into Southbroom House is on the left (less than 10 yards), immediately after Estcourt Crescent and almost right on the roundabout itself. If you have crossed over the bridge and passed the police headquarters, you have gone too far!
If you are arriving from the Marlborough direction it is very difficult to turn into Southbroom House on the roundabout as you are almost coming back on yourself.  You will need to cross the roundabout, and go down to the main roundabout further down and come back following the directions above.  

There is plenty of parking at the rear of the house.
