PROPOSED WORKS:
The location of the font is located to the west end of the south aisle which is out of sight and seems out of place in its surrounding context. The PCC wish to relocate the font to a prominent location within the church which will be centred to the west end doors and the Dais. Two timber pews are to be removed to provide a clear walkway around the font. One of the pews will possibly be relocated elsewhere within the church (TBC) with the other potentially being sold to a furniture maker to reuse the material (TBC). The south aisle, west end is currently cluttered with tables and other loose furnishings and the PCC now wish to rationalise this area to form a useful gathering space to serve food and drinks. The scope of works proposed includes: PHASE 1: • Removal & relocation of font • Repairs/new timber boards to flooring in south aisle, west end • Alterations to west end flooring, to include new structural subbase to support new position of font, with a new inlay detail • Removal of 2no. existing pews PHASE 2: • New joinery to form servery to south aisle, west end with associated drainage. Phasing of works: Faculty approval is sought for the overall project, although construction may be phased into the two projects set out above.
